BACKGROUND: On March 28, 2002, the Board of Supervisors executed a Cooperative
Agreement with Caltrans to outline each agency’s responsibilities for the development of the
above referenced project documents. This agreement was necessary for Caltrans to provide
oversight for the project, and to review and approve the appropriate documents, the cost of
which will be borne by the State.

This Amendment No. 1 extends the termination date of the Cooperative Agreement to
December 31, 2012.
