a) The Planning Department does not require a greenhouse gas numerical analysis for small projects
that would not contribute cumulatively significant amounts of exhaust emissions or generate
cumulatively considerable levels of GHGs from fuel combustion or involve substantial water and
electricity demands. The proposed project is a land subdivision creating 4 residential parcels ranging
in size from 1.42 acres to 2.29 acres. 'Approval of this tentative parcel map does not expressly
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authorize the construction of any buildings; however, construction of single family residences is likely
to occur thereafter. The type of small-scale residential development authorized by this project would
not generate enough GHG emissions from its construction or operation to be deemed cumulatively
significant sufficient to warrant quantitative or qualitative GHG analysis. More specifically, the
California Air Pollution Control Officers Association (CAPCOA) proposed a very aggressive 900 metric
tons per year of GHG emissions threshold for residential and commercial projects. The intent of the
900-ton threshold is to capture 90% of all new residential and commercial development projects.
CAPCOA’s threshold was based on the amount of GHG emissions associated with 50 single-family
residential units, which accounts for 84% of the projects in California. The 900-ton threshold would
also correspond to apartments/condominiums of 70 units, office projects of approximately 35,000
square feet, retail projects of 11,000 square feet, and supermarkets of 6,300 square feet, but would
exclude smaller residential developments, offices and retail stores from having to quantify and
mitigate GHG emissions under CEQA. The type of residential development proposed by this project
would not exceed 4 primary units, 8 if all parcels also constructed secondary units, and thus their
contribution to GHG emissions is far below the 900-ton threshold that might otherwise trigger GHG
analysis according to CAPCOAs model.

b) As of the creation of this environmental analysis, the only adopted policy that would impact this
project as the time of approval would be Assembly Bill (AB) No. 32. This project does not conflict with
the requirements of AB 32.

‘ grass clippings on the lawn, or sending separated green waste to a composting facility.

e Consider xeriscaping and using drought tolerant/low maintenance vegetation in all landscaped
areas of the project.

* Hazardous materials are not accepted at the Riverside County landfills. Any hazardous wastes,
including paint, used during construction must be properly disposed of at a licensed facility in
accordance with local, state and federal regulations.
