We all have leamed to do more with less, but canriot compromise on a
minimum level of fire services that without, not only jeopardizes the health and safety of our

| constifuents, but also, can jeopardize the safety of our valiant firefighters. In order to have a

- consistent level of expertise when responding to a medical or fire emergency, the County should

have as a minimum staffing the formula referenced above.
