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SUBJECT: Professional Services Agreement for Home Infusion Services for Riverside County
HealthCare (RCHC)

BACKGROUND:

The Department of Health Care Services (DHCS) released program applications for all eligible entities
to participate in the Low Income Health Program (LIHP), which provides entities the opportunity to help
build the bridge to the health care reform in 2014. The LIHP consists of the Medicaid Coverage
Expansion (MCE) and the Health Care Coverage Initiative (HCCI) programs. These programs provide
health care benefits to eligible persons in accordance with the Welfare & Institutions Code (WIC)
Section 15909 - 15915 (Chapter 723, Statutes of 2010, Assembly Bill 342), and the Special Terms and
Conditions (STCs) of the federal section 1115(a) California Bridge to Reform Demonstration. Riverside
County Regional Medical Center (RCRMC) in conjunction with, other Riverside County departments
partnered with Inland Empire Health Plan (IEHP) as a third party administrator in administering the
service which implements the requirements of LIHP. Through this collaborative partnership, the
requirements for the LIHP were developed and incorporated in the Riverside County HealthCare
(RCHC). RCHC is Riverside County’s new health care plan to help bridge to the health care reform in
2014. Patients eligible to participate in RCHC will have the opportunity to receive services through
specific referrals. RCHC expects approximately 20,000 eligible participants/patients to participate in
the health care plan.

In an effort to provide eligible patients the opportunity to utilize the service through RCHC, County
Purchasing released Request for Proposal (RFP MCARC173), to secure home infusion services for
patients throughout Riverside County. Solicitations were sent to five (5) prospective vendors
specializing in this service and advertised on the County’s Internet/Website. Three bids were received
and evaluated. The bids were reviewed based on the bidder’'s overall responsiveness to the RFP
requirements, the ability to provide and deliver services to patients residing throughout Riverside
County, and the bidder’s rate(s) as it compares to current Medi-Cal allowable rates.

After a review and evaluation of the three proposals received, Pharmaco, Inc. d/b/a Premier Infusion
Care received the highest score of 72.17 while the lowest score was 47.17. The evaluation team
decided to release a best and final request to clarify costs and if the bidders were able to provide the
service at the most current Medi-Cal rates. Pharmaco, Inc. was determined to be the most
responsible/responsive vendor.

PRICE REASONABLENESS:

The RFP asked for current Medi-Cal rates. Pharmaco was the provider able to provide all service
components at current Medi-Cal rates. One agency was only able to provide some components at
Medi-Cal rates & the other did not agree to Medi-Cal rates, The best and final (BAFO) clarified and
determined Pharmaco, Inc. as the vendor capable and able to supply services at current Medi-Cal rates
therefore; Pharmaco, Inc. was determined to be the most responsible/responsive vendor offering the
best cost and value to the County.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

100% LIHP. Based on program enroliment, a budget adjustment may be needed mid-fiscal year to
reallocate funds as the program develops. No additional general fund support is necessary as all
expenditures will be reimbursed through the LIHP.

PROFESSIONAL SERVICE AGREEMENT

for

HOME INFUSION SERVICES

between

COUNTY OF RIVERSIDE
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This Agreement, made and entered into this i day of D_ei , 2011, by and between
Pharmaco, Inc. d/b/a Premier Infusion Care, (herein referred to as "CONTRACTOR"), and the
COUNTY OF RIVERSIDE, a political subdivision of the State of California, through its health care
program, Riverside County Health Care, (herein referred to as "COUNTY™"). The parties agree as

follows;

1. Description of Services

1.1 CONTRACTOR shall provide all services as outlined and specified in Exhibit A,
Scope of Services, encompass all areas and provide services in each zone (area) listed in Exhibit B,
Service Areas, at the current Medi-Cal rates- published quarterly by DHS as stated in Exhibit C,
Payment Provisions, and adhere to the provisions specified in Attachment I, HIPAA Associate
Addendum, all as attached hereto and incorporated herein.

1.2 CONTRACTOR represents that it has the skills, experience and knowledge necessary to
fully and adequately perform under this Agreement and the COUNTY relies upon this representation.
CONTRACTOR shall perform to the satisfaction of the COUNTY and in conformance to and consistent
with the highest standards of firms/professionals in the same discipline in the State of California.

1.3 CONTRACTOR affirms this it is fully apprised of all of the work to be performed under this
Agreement; and the CONTRACTOR agrees it can properly perform this work at the prices stated in Exhibit
B. CONTRACTOR is not to perform services or provide products outside of the Agreement.

1.4 Acceptance by the COUNTY of the CONTRACTOR’s performance under this
Agreement does not operate as a release of CONTRACTOR s responsibility for full compliance with

the terms of this Agreement.

2. Period of Performance

2.1 The period of performance shall be effective January 1, 2012 and continue through June
30, 2012, with the option to renew annually continuing up to the program expiration date of December
31, 2013, unless terminated earlier. CONTRACTOR shall commence performance based on a
specified time schedule agreed upon by both parties and shall diligently and continuously perform

thereafier.
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3. Compensation

3.1  The COUNTY shall pay the CONTRACTOR for services performed, products provided
and expenses incurred in accordance with the terms of Exhibit C, Payment Provisions. Maximum
payments by COUNTY to CONTRACTOR shall not exceed five hundred thousand dollars ($500,000)
annually including all expenses. The COUNTY is not responsible for any fees or costs incurred above
or beyond the contracted amount and shall have no obligation to purchase any specified amount of
services or products. Unless otherwise specifically stated in Exhibit C, COUNTY shall not be
responsible for payment of any of CONTRACTOR’s expenses related to this Agreement.

32  CONTRACTOR shall be paid only in accordance with an invoice submitted to COUNTY
by CONTRACTOR within fifteen (15) days from the last day of each calendar month, and COUNTY shall
pay the invoice within forty-five (45) working days from the date of receipt of the invoice. Payment shall
be made to CONTRACTOR only after services have been rendered or delivery of materials or products, and
acceptance has been made by COUNTY. Prepare invoices for this Agreement and send originals and
duplicate copies of invoices to:

a) Each invoice must be submitted on a HCFA Form 1500 or its successor claim form
(or via electronic form) and shall contain a minimum of the following information:
Patient Name, Patient ID#, Patient Date of Birth, Authorization #; item descriptions,
unit prices, quantity, and an invoice total.
b) Invoices shall be rendered monthly in arrears.

3.3  The COUNTY obligation for payment of this Agreement beyond the current fiscal year
end is contingent upon and limited by the availability of COUNTY funding from which payment can
be made. No legal liability on the part of the COUNTY shall arise for payment beyond June 30 of
each calendar year unless funds are made available for such payment. In the event that such funds are
not forthcoming for any reason, COUNTY shall immediately notify CONTRACTOR in writing; and
this Agreement shall be deemed terminated, have no further force, and effect.

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. 4. Alteration or Changes to the Agreement

4.1  The Board of Supervisors and the COUNTY Purchasing Agent and/or his designee is
the only authorized COUNTY representatives who may at any time, by written order, alter this
Agreement. If any such alteration causes an increase or decrease in the cost of, or the time required for
the performance under this Agreement, an equitable adjustment shall be made in the Agreement price
or delivery schedule, or both, and the Agreement shall be modified by written amendment accordingly.

42  Any claim by the CONTRACTOR for additional payment related to this Agreement
shall be made in writing by the CONTRACTOR within 30 days of when the CONTRACTOR has or
should have notice of any actual or claimed change in the work, which results in additional and
unanticipated cost to the CONTRACTOR. If the COUNTY Purchasing Agent decides that the facts
provide sufficient justification, he may authorize additional payment to the CONTRACTOR pursuant
to the claim. Nothing in this section shall excuse the CONTRACTOR from proceeding with

performance of the Agreement even if there has been a change.
S. Termination

‘ 5.1.  COUNTY may terminate this Agreement without cause upon 30 days written notice
served upon the CONTRACTOR stating the extent and effective date of termination.

5.2 COUNTY may, upon five (5) days written notice, terminate this Agreement for
CONTRACTOR's default, if CONTRACTOR refuses or fails to comply with the terms of this
Agreement or fails to make progress to endanger performance and does not immediately cure such
failure. In the event of such termination, the COUNTY may proceed with the work in any manner
deemed proper by COUNTY.

5.3 After receipt of the notice of termination, CONTRACTOR shall:

(a) Stop all work under this Agreement on the date specified in the notice of
termination; and

(b) Transfer to COUNTY and deliver in the manner as directed by COUNTY any
materials, reports or other products, which, if the Agreement had been
completed or continued, would have been required to be furnished to COUNTY.

5.4  After termination, COUNTY shall make payment only for CONTRACTOR’s
performance up to the date of termination in accordance with this Agreement and at the current Medi-

Cal rates as specified in Exhibit C.
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3.5  CONTRACTOR’s rights under this Agreement shall terminate (except for fees accrued
prior to the date of termination) upon dishonesty or a willful or material breach of this Agreement by
CONTRACTOR,; or in the event of CONTRACTOR’s unwillingness or inability for any reason
whatsoever to perform the terms of this Agreement. In such event, CONTRACTOR shall not be
entitled to any further compensation under this Agreement.

5.6  The rights and remedies of COUNTY provided in this section shall not be exclusive and

are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law or this Agreement.

6. Ownership/Use of Contract Materials and Products

The CONTRACTOR agrees that all materials, reports or products in any form, including
electronic, created by CONTRACTOR for which CONTRACTOR has been compensated by
COUNTY pursuant to this Agreement shall be the sole property of the COUNTY; and may be used by
the COUNTY for any purpose COUNTY deems to be appropriate, including, but not limit to,
duplication and/or distribution within the COUNTY or to third parties. CONTRACTOR agrees not to
release or circulate in whole or part such materials, reports or products without prior written

authorization of the COUNTY.

7. Conduct of Contractor

7.1  The CONTRACTOR covenants that it presently has no interest, including, but not
limited to, other projects or contracts, and shall not acquire any such interest, direct or indirect, which
would conflict in any manner or degree with CONTRACTOR's performance under this Agreement.
The CONTRACTOR further covenants that no person or subcontractor having any such interest shall
be employed or retained by CONTRACTOR under this Agreement. The CONTRACTOR agrees to
inform the COUNTY of all the CONTRACTOR's interests, if any, which are or may be perceived as
incompatible with the COUNTY s interests.

72 The CONTRACTOR shall not, under circumstances which could be interpreted as an
attempt to influence the recipient in the conduct of his/her duties, accept any gratuity or special favor
from individuals or firms with whom the CONTRACTOR is doing business or proposing to do
business, in accomplishing the work under this Agreement.

7.3 The CONTRACTOR or its employees shall not offer gifts, gratuity, favors, and
entertainment directly or indirectly to COUNTY employees.
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‘ 8. Inspection of Service; Quality Control/Assurance

81  All performance (which includes services, workmanship, materials, supplies and
equipment furnished or utilized in the performance of this Agreement) shall be subject to inspection
and test by the COUNTY or other regulatory agencies at all times. The CONTRACTOR shall provide
adequate cooperation to any inspector or other COUNTY representative to permit him/her to determine
the CONTRACTOR’s conformity with the terms of this Agreement. If any services performed or
products provided by CONTRACTOR are not in conformance with the terms of this Agreement, the
COUNTY shall have the right to require the CONTRACTOR to perform the services or provide the
products in conformance with the terms of the Agreement at no additional cost to the COUNTY.
When the services to be performed or the products to be provided are of such nature that the difference
cannot be corrected, the COUNTY shall have the right to: (1) require the CONTRACTOR
immediately to take all necessary steps to ensure future performance in conformity with the terms of
the Agreement; and/or (2) reduce the Agreement price to reflect the reduced value of the services
performed or products provided. The COUNTY may also terminate this Agreement for default and

. charge to CONTRACTOR any costs incurred by the COUNTY because of the CONTRACTOR’s

failure to perform.

82  CONTRACTOR shall establish adequate procedures for self-monitoring and quality
control and assurance to ensure proper performance under this Agreement; and shall permit a
COUNTY representative or other regulatory official to monitor, assess or evaluate CONTRACTORs

performance under this Agreement at any time upon reasonable notice to CONTRACTOR.

9. Independent Contractor

The CONTRACTOR is, for purposes relating to this Agreement, an independent contractor and
shall not be deemed an employee of the COUNTY. It is expressly understood and agreed that the
CONTRACTOR (including its employees, agents and subcontractors) shall in no event be entitled to
any benefits to which COUNTY employees are entitled, including but not limited to overtime, any
retirement benefits, worker's compensation benefits, and injury leave or other leave benefits. There
shall be no employer-employee relationship between the parties; and CONTRACTOR shall hold
COUNTY harmless from any and all claims that may be made against COUNTY based upon any

‘ contention by a third party that an employer-employee relationship exists by reason of this Agreement.
It is further understood and agreed by the parties that CONTRACTOR in the performance of this
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Agreement is subject to the control or direction of COUNTY merely as to the results to be

accomplished and not as to the means and methods for accomplishing the results.

10. Subcontract for Work or Services

10.1  No contract shall be made by the CONTRACTOR with any other party for furnishing
any of the work or services under this Agreement without the prior written approval of the COUNTY:
but this provision shall not require the approval of contracts of employment between the
CONTRACTOR and personnel assigned under this Agreement, or for parties named in the proposal

and agreed to under this Agreement.

10.2  Should CONTRACTOR subcontract any services, CONTRACTOR shall obtain prior
approval from COUNTY and shall require all subcontractors to abide by all the same terms and
conditions stipulated in this Contract Agreement. CONTRACTOR shall provide the name(s) of the

subcontractor(s) and the portion of the work which will be subcontracted.

11. Disputes

11.1  The parties shall attempt to resolve any disputes amicably at the working level. If that is
not successful, the dispute shall be referred to the senior management of the parties. Any dispute
relating to this Agreement, which is not resolved by the parties, shall be decided by the COUNTY’s
Purchasing Department’s Compliance Contract Officer who shall furnish the decision in writing. The
decision of the COUNTY’s Compliance Contract Officer shall be final and conclusive unless
determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have been fraudulent, capricious, arbitrary, or so
grossly erroneous as necessarily to imply bad faith. The CONTRACTOR shall proceed diligently with
the performance of this Agreement pending the resolution of a dispute.

11.2 Prior to the filing of any legal action related to this Agreement, the parties shall be
obligated to attend a mediation session in Riverside County before a neutral third party mediator. A
second mediation session shall be required if the first session is not successful. The parties shall share

the cost of the mediations.

12.  Licensing and Permits

12.1 CONTRACTOR shall comply with all State or other licensing requirements, including
but not limited to the provisions of Chapter 9 of Division 3 of the Business and Professions Code. All

licensing requirements shall be met at the time proposals are submitted to the COUNTY.

CONTRACTOR warrants that it has all necessary permits, approvals, certificates, waivers and
exemptions necessary for performance of this Agreement as required by the laws and regulations of the
United States, the State of California, the County of Riverside and all other governmental agencies

with jurisdiction, and shall maintain these throughout the term of this Agreement.

12.2 CONTRACTOR shall maintain licenses & certifications up to date throughout the term
of this Agreement with Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS) and Medi-Cal.

13. Use By Other Political Entities

The CONTRACTOR agrees to extend the same pricing, terms and conditions as stated in this
Agreement to each and every political entity, special district, and related non-profit entity in Riverside
County. 1t is understood that other entities shall make purchases in their own name, make direct
payment, and be liable directly to the CONTRACTOR; and COUNTY shall in no way be responsible
to CONTRACTOR for other entities’ purchases.

14. Non-Discrimination

CONTRACTOR shall not be discriminate in the provision of services, allocation of benefits,
accommodation in facilities, or employment of personnel on the basis of ethnic group identification,
race, religious creed, color, national origin, ancestry, physical handicap, medical condition, marital
status or sex in the performance of this Agreement; and, to the extent they shall be found to be
applicable hereto, shall comply with the provisions of the California Fair Employment and Housing
Act (Gov. Code 12900 et. seq), the Federal Civil Rights Act of 1964 (P.L. 88-352), the Americans with
Disabilities Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. S1210 et seq.) and all other applicable laws or regulations.

15. Records and Documents

CONTRACTOR shall make available, upon written request by any duly authorized Federal,
State or COUNTY agency, a copy of this Agreement and such books, documents and records as are
necessary to certify the nature and extent of the CONTRACTOR s costs related to this Agreement. All
such books, documents and records shall be maintained by CONTRACTOR for at least five (5) years
following termination of this Agreement and be available for audit by the COUNTY. CONTRACTOR
shall provide to the COUNTY reports and information related to this Agreement as requested by
COUNTY.
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16. Confidentiality

16.1 The CONTRACTOR shall not use for personal gain or make other improper use of
privileged or confidential information which is acquired in connection with this Agreement. The term
“privileged or confidential information” includes but is not limited to: unpublished or sensitive
technological or scientific information; medical, personnel, or security records; anticipated material
requirements or pricing/purchasing actions; COUNTY information or data which is not subject to
public disclosure; COUNTY operational procedures; and knowledge of selection of contractors,
subcontractors or suppliers in advance of official announcement.

16.2 The CONTRACTOR shall protect from unauthorized disclosure names and other
identifying information concerning persons receiving services pursuant to this Agreement, except for
general statistical information not identifying any person. The CONTRACTOR shall not use such
information for any purpose other than carrying out the CONTRACTOR’s obligations under this
Agreement. The CONTRACTOR shall promptly transmit to the COUNTY all third party requests for
disclosure of such information. The CONTRACTOR shall not disclose, except as otherwise
specifically permitted by this Agreement or authorized in advance in writing by the COUNTY, any
such information to anyone other than the COUNTY. For purposes of this paragraph, identity shall
include, but not be limited to, name, identifying number, symbol, or other identifying particular
assigned to the individual, such as finger or voice print or a photograph.

16.3 The CONTRACTOR in this Agreement is subject to all relevant requirements contained
in the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (HIPAA), Public Law 104-91,
enacted August 21, 1996, and the laws and regulations promulgated subsequent thereto.
CONTRACTOR shall adhere to all terms and conditions as outlined and specified in Attachment I,

attached hereto and incorporated herein.

17. Administration/Contract Liaison

Riverside County Regional Medical Center or designee shall administer this Agreement on
behalf of Riverside County HealthCare (RCHC). Riverside County Regional Medical Center
Contracts Administration is to serve as the liaison with CONTRACTOR in connection with this

Agreement.
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18. Notices

All correspondence and notices required or contemplated by this Agreement shall be delivered
to the respective parties at the addresses set forth below and are deemed submitted two days after their

19. Force Majeure

If either party is unable to comply with any provision of this Agreement due to causes beyond
its reasonable control, and which could not have been reasonably anticipated, such as acts of God, acts
of war, civil disorders, or other similar acts, such party shall not be held liable for such failure to

comply.

20. Hold Harmless/Indemnification

20.1  Each party shall indemnify and hold harmless the other party from any and all claims,
expenses, losses and obligations arising out of the indemnifying party’s negligent acts or omissions or
willful misconduct.

20.2 With respect to any action or claim subject to indemnification herein by
CONTRACTOR, CONTRACTOR shall, at their sole cost, have the right to use counsel of their own
choice and shall have the right to adjust, settle, or compromise any such action or claim without the
prior consent of COUNTY; provided, however, that any such adjustment, settlement or compromise in

no manner whatsoever limits or circumscribes CONTRACTOR’S indemnification to Indemnitees as

set forth herein.
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20.2 CONTRACTOR’S obligation hereunder shall be satisfied when CONTRACTOR has
provided to COUNTY the appropriate form of dismissal relieving COUNTY from any liability for the
action or claim involved.

20.3  The specified insurance limits required in this Agreement shall in no way limit or
circumscribe CONTRACTOR’S obligations to indemnify and hold harmless the Indemnitees herein
from third party claims.

20.4 In the event there is conflict between this clause and California Civil Code Section
2782, this clause shall be interpreted to comply with Civil Code 2782. Such interpretation shall not
relieve the CONTRACTOR from indemnifying the Indemnitees to the fullest extent allowed by law.

20.5 CONTRACTOR’s indemnification obligations shall also apply to any action or claim
regarding actual or alleged intellectual property infringement related to any material or product
provided to COUNTY pursuant to this Agreement. In the event of any such action or claim,
CONTRACTOR shall provide immediate notice to COUNTY of the action or claim. CONTRACTOR
may defend or settle the action or claim as CONTRACTOR deems appropriate; however,
CONTRACTOR shall be required to obtain for COUNTY the right to continue to use the material or
product (or a similar non-infringing material or product with the same function) on terms identical to

those stated in this Agreement.
21.  Insurance

21.1  Without limiting or diminishing the CONTRACTOR’S obligation to indemnify or hold
the COUNTY harmless, CONTRACTOR shall procure and maintain or cause to be maintained, at its
sole cost and expense, the following insurance coverage’s during the term of this Agreement. As
respects to the insurance section only, the COUNTY herein refers to the County of Riverside, its
Agencies, Districts, Special Districts, and Departments, their respective directors, officers, Board of
Supervisors, employees, elected or appointed officials, agents or representatives as Additional
Insureds.

21.2  Workers’ Compensation: If the CONTRACTOR has employees as defined by the State
of California, the CONTRACTOR shall maintain statutory Workers' Compensation Insurance

(Coverage A) as prescribed by the laws of the State of California. Policy shall include Employers’
Liability (Coverage B) including Occupational Disease with limits not less than $1,000,000 per person

per accident. The policy shall be endorsed to waive subrogation in favor of the County of Riverside.

21.3 Commercial General Liability: Commercial General Liability insurance coverage,
including but not limited to, premises liability, unmodified contractual liability, products and
completed operations liability, personal and advertising injury, and cross liability coverage, covering
claims which may arise from or out of CONTRACTOR’S performance of its obligations hereunder.

combined single limit. If such insurance contains a general aggregate limit, it shall apply separately to
this agreement or be no less than two (2) times the occurrence limit.

21.5 Professional Liability: Contractor shall maintain Professional Liability Insurance

insurer. Coverage provided under items; 1), 2), or 3) will continue as long as the law allows.

21.6  General Insurance Provisions - All lines:

1) Any insurance carrier providing insurance coverage hereunder shall be admitted to the State
of California and have an A M BEST rating of not less than A: VIII (A:8) unless such requirements are
waived, in writing, by the County Risk Manager. If the County’s Risk Manager waives a requirement
for a particular insurer such waiver is only valid for that specific insurer and only for one policy term.

2) The CONTRACTOR must declare its insurance self-insured retention for each coverage
required herein. If any such self-insured retention exceed $500,000 per occurrence each such retention

shall have the prior written consent of the County Risk Manager before the commencement of
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operations under this Agreement. Upon notification of self-insured retention unacceptable to the
COUNTY, and at the election of the County’s Risk Manager, CONTRACTOR’S carriers shall either;

Endorsements and all attachments thereto, showing such insurance is in full force and effect. Further,
said Certificate(s) and policies of insurance shall contain the covenant of the insurance carrier(s) that
thirty (30) days written notice shall be given to the County of Riverside prior to any material
modification, cancellation, expiration or reduction in coverage of such insurance. In the event of a
material modification, cancellation, expiration, or reduction in coverage, this Agreement shall
terminate forthwith, unless the County of Riverside receives, prior to such effective date, another
properly executed original Certificate of Insurance and original copies of endorsements or certified
original policies, including all endorsements and attachments thereto evidencing coverage’s set forth
herein and the insurance required herein is in full force and effect. CONTRACTOR shall not commence
operations until the COUNTY has been furnished original Certificate (s) of Insurance and certified
original copies of endorsements and if requested, certified original policies of insurance including all
endorsements and any and all other attachments as required in this Section. An individual authorized
by the insurance carrier to do so on its behalf shall sign the original endorsements for each policy and
the Certificate of Insurance.

4) It is understood and agreed to by the parties hereto that the CONTRACTOR’S insurance
shall be construed as primary insurance, and the COUNTY'S insurance and/or deductibles and/or self-
insured retention’s or self-insured programs shall not be construed as contributory.

5) If, during the term of this Agreement or any extension thereof, there is a material change in
the scope of services; or, there is a material change in the equipment to be used in the performance of
the scope of work; or, the term of this Agreement, including any extensions thereof, exceeds five (5)

years; the COUNTY reserves the right to adjust the types of insurance and the monetary limits of
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liability required under this Agreement, if in the County Risk Manager's reasonable judgment, the
amount or type of insurance carried by the CONTRACTOR has become inadequate.

6) CONTRACTOR shall pass down the insurance obligations contained herein to all tiers of
subcontractors working under this Agreement.

7) The insurance requirements contained in this Agreement may be met with a program(s) of
self-insurance acceptable to the COUNTY.

8) CONTRACTOR agrees to notify COUNTY of any claim by a third party or any incident or

event that may give rise to a claim arising from the performance of this Agreement.
22. General

22.1 CONTRACTOR shall not delegate or assign any interest in this Agreement, whether by
operation of law or otherwise, without the prior written consent of COUNTY. Any attempt to delegate

or assign any interest herein shall be deemed void and of no force or effect.

22.7 The COUNTY agrees to cooperate with the CONTRACTOR in the CONTRACTOR's
performance under this Agreement, including, if stated in the Agreement, providing the
CONTRACTOR with reasonable facilities and timely access to COUNTY data, information, and

personnel.

22.8 CONTRACTOR shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws and
regulations. CONTRACTOR will comply with all applicable COUNTY policies and procedures. In the
event that there is a conflict between the various laws or regulations that may apply, the

CONTRACTOR shall comply with the more restrictive law or regulation.

22.9 CONTRACTOR shall comply with all air pollution control, water pollution, safety and

health ordinances, statutes, or regulations, which apply to performance under this Agreement.

22.10 CONTRACTOR shall comply with all requirements of the Occupational Safety and
Health Administration (OSHA) standards and codes as set forth by the U.S. Department of Labor and
the State of California (Cal/OSHA).

22.11 This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of California. Any legal
action related to the performance or interpretation of this Agreement shall be filed only in the Superior
Court of the State of California located in Riverside, California, and the parties waive any provision of
law providing for a change of venue to another location.

22.12 This Agreement, including any attachments or exhibits, constitutes the entire
Agreement of the parties with respect to its subject matter and supersedes all prior and
contemporaneous representations, proposals, discussions and communications, whether oral or in
writing. This Agreement may be changed or modified only by a written amendment signed by

The HIPAA Business Associate Agreement (the “Addendum™) supplements, and is made part of the
Home Infusion Services (the “Underlying Agreement”) between the County of Riverside (“County”) and
Pharmaco, Inc. d/b/a Premier Infusion Care (“Contractor”) and shall be effective as of the date the
Underlying Agreement is approved by both Parties (the “Effective Date™).

RECITALS
WHEREAS, County and Contractor entered into the Underlying Agreement pursuant to which
the Contractor provides services to County, and in conjunction with the provision of such services
certain protected health information (“PHI”) and/or certain electronic protected health information
(“ePHI”) may be created by or made available to Contractor for the purposes of carrying out its
obligations under the Underlying Agreement; and,

WHEREAS, the provisions of the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996
(“HIPAA”), Public Law 104-191 enacted August 21, 1996, and the Health Information Technology for
Economic and Clinical Health Act (“HITECH”) of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of
2009, Public Law 111-5 enacted February 17, 2009, and the laws and regulations promulgated
subsequent thereto, as may be amended from time to time, are applicable to the protection of any use
or disclosure of PHI and/or ePHI pursuant to the Underlying Agreement; and,

WHEREAS, County is a covered entity, as defined in the Privacy Rule; and,

WHEREAS, Contractor when a creator or recipient of, or when they have access to, PHI and/or
ePHI of County, is a business associate as defined in the Privacy Rule; and,

WHEREAS, pursuant to 42 USC §17931 and §17934, certain provisions of the Security Rule
and Privacy Rule apply to a business associate of a covered entity in the same manner that they apply
to the covered entity, the additional security and privacy requirements of HITECH are applicable to
business associates and must be incorporated into the business associate agreement, and a business
associate is liable for civil and criminal penalties for failure to comply with these security and/or
privacy provisions; and,

WHEREAS, the parties mutually agree that any use or disclosure of PHI and/or ePHI must be
in compliance with the Privacy Rule, Security Rule, HIPAA, HITECH and any other applicable law;
and,

WHEREAS, the parties intend to enter into this Addendum to address the requirements and
obligations set forth in the Privacy Rule, Security Rule, HITECH and HIPAA as they apply to
Contractor as a business associate of County, including the establishment of permitted and required
uses and disclosures of PHI and/or ePHI created or received by Contractor during the course of
performing services on behalf of County, and appropriate limitations and conditions on such uses and
disclosures;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises and covenants contained herein,
the parties agree as follows:

Definitions. Terms used, but not otherwise defined, in this Addendum shall have the same
meaning as those terms in HITECH, HIPAA, Security Rule and/or Privacy Rule, as may be amended
from time to time.

“Breach” when used in connection with PHI means the acquisition, access, use or disclosure of
PHI in a manner not permitted by the Privacy Rule which compromises the security or privacy of the
PHI, and shall have the meaning given such term in 45 CFR §164.402. For purposes of this definition,
“compromises the security or privacy of PHI” means poses a significant risk of financial, reputational,
or other harm to the individual, unless a use or disclosure of PHI does not include the identifiers listed
at 45 CFR §164.514(e)(2), date of birth and zip code. Breach excludes:

(1) Any unintentional acquisition, access or use of PHI by a workforce member or person
acting under the authority of a covered entity or business associate, if such acquisition,
access or use was made in good faith and within the scope of authority and does not result
in further use or disclosure in a manner not permitted under subpart E of the Privacy Rule.

(2) Any inadvertent disclosure by a person who is authorized to access PHI at a covered entity
or business associate to another person authorized to access PHI at the same covered entity,
business associate, or organized health care arrangement in which County participates, and
the information received as a result of such disclosure is not further used or disclosed in a
manner not permitted by subpart E of the Privacy Rule.

(3) A disclosure of PHI where a covered entity or business associate has a good faith belief that
an unauthorized person to whom the disclosure was made would not reasonably have been
able to retain such information.

B. “Data aggregation” has meaning given such term in 45 CFR §164.501.

C. “Designated record set” as defined in 45 CFR §164.501 means a group of records maintained
by or for a covered entity that may include: the medical records and billing records about
individuals maintained by or for a covered health care provider; the enrollment, payment,
claims adjudication, and case or medical management record systems maintained by or for a
health plan; or, used, in whole or in part, by or for the covered entity to make decisions about
individuals.

D. “Electronic protected health information” (“ePHI”) as defined in 45 CFR §160.103 means
protected health information transmitted by or maintained in electronic media.

E. “Electronic health record” means an electronic record of health-related information on an
individual that is created, gathered, managed, and consulted by authorized health care clinicians
and staff, and shall have the meaning given such term in 42 USC §17921(5).

F. “Health care operations™ has the meaning given such term in 45 CFR §164.501.

I.  “Privacy Rule” means the HIPAA regulations codified at 45 CFR Parts 160 and 164, Subparts
Aand E.

J. “Protected health information” (“PHI™) has the meaning given such term in 45 CFR §160.103,
which includes ePHI.

K. “Required by law” has the meaning given such term in 45 CFR §164.103.
“Secretary” means the Secretary of the Department of Health and Human Services (“HHS”).

M. “Security Rule” means the HIPAA Regulations codified at 45 CFR Parts 160 and 164, Subparts
A and C.

N. “Unsecured protected health information” and “unsecured PHI” as defined in 45 CFR §164.402
means PHI not rendered unusable, unreadable, or indecipherable to unauthorized individuals

through use of a technology or methodology specified by the Secretary in the guidance issued
under 42 USC §17932(h)(2) on the HHS web site.

2. Scope of Use and Disclosure by Contractor of County’s PHI and/or ePHL

A. Except as otherwise provided in this Addendum, Contractor may use, disclose, or access PHI
and/or ePHI as necessary to perform any and all obligations of Contractor under the Underlying
Agreement or to perform functions, activities or services for, or on behalf of, County as
specified in this Addendum, if such use or disclosure does not violate HIPAA, HITECH, the
Privacy Rule and/or Security Rule.

B. Unless otherwise limited herein, in addition to any other uses and/or disclosures permitted or
authorized by this Addendum or required by law, in accordance with 45 CFR §164.504(e)(2),
Contractor may:

(1) Use PHI and/or ePHI if necessary for Contractor’s proper management and administration
and to carry out its legal responsibilities; and,

(2) Disclose PHI and/or ePHI for the purpose of Contractor’s proper management and
administration or to carry out its legal responsibilities, only if:

(a) The disclosure is required by law; or,

(b) Contractor obtains reasonable assurances, in writing, from the person to whom
Contractor will disclose such PHI and/or ePHI that the person will:

(1) Hold such PHI and/or ePHI in confidence and use or further disclose it only for the
purpose for which Contractor disclosed it to the person, or as required by law; and,

(ii) Notify Contractor of any instances of which it becomes aware in which the
confidentiality of the information has been breached; and,

(3) Use PHI to provide data aggregation services relating to the health care operations of
County pursuant to the Underlying Agreement or as requested by County; and,

(4) De-identify all PHI and/or ePHI of County received by Contractor under this Addendum
provided that the de-identification conforms to the requirements of the Privacy Rule and/or
Security Rule and does not preclude timely payment and/or claims processing and receipt.

C. Notwithstanding the foregoing, in any instance where applicable state and/or federal laws
and/or regulations are more stringent in their requirements than the provisions of HIPAA,
including, but not limited to, prohibiting disclosure of mental health and/or substance abuse

records, the applicable state and/or federal laws and/or regulations shall control the disclosure
of records.

3. Prohibited Uses and Disclosures.

A. Contractor may neither use, disclose, nor access PHI and/or ePHI in a manner not authorized
by the Underlying Agreement or this Addendum without patient authorization or de-
identification of the PHI and/or ePHI and as authorized in writing from County.

B. Contractor may neither use, disclose, nor access PHI and/or ePHI it receives from County or
from another business associate of County, except as permitted or required by this Addendum,
or as required by law.

C. Contractor agrees not to make any disclosure of PHI and/or ePHI that County would be
prohibited from making.

D. Contractor shall not use or disclose PHI for any purpose prohibited by the Privacy Rule,
Security Rule, HIPAA and/or HITECH, including, but not limited to 42 USC §§17935 and
17936. Contractor agrees:

(1) Not to use or disclose PHI for fundraising or marketing purposes, unless pursuant to the
Underlying Agreement and as permitted by and consistent with the requirements of 42
USC §17936;

(2) Not to disclose PHI, except as otherwise required by law, to a health plan for purposes of

carrying out payment or health care operations, if the individual has requested this

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and

restriction pursuant to 42 USC §17935(a) and 45 CFR §164.522, and has paid out of pocket
in full for the health care item or service to which the PHI solely relates; and,

(3) Not to receive, directly or indirectly, remuneration in exchange for PHI, unless permitted by
42 USC §17935(d)(2) and with the prior written consent of County. This prohibition shall
not apply to payment by County to Contractor for services provided pursuant to the
Underlying Agreement.

4. Obligations of County.

A. County agrees to make its best efforts to notify Contractor promptly in writing of any
restrictions on the use or disclosure of PHI and/or ePHI agreed to by County that may affect

Contractor’s ability to perform its obligations under the Underlying Agreement, or this
Addendum.

B. County agrees to make its best efforts to promptly notify Contractor in writing of any changes
in, or revocation of, permission by any individual to use or disclose PHI and/or ePHL if such
changes or revocation may affect Contractor’s ability to perform its obligations under the
Underlying Agreement, or this Addendum.

C. County agrees to make its best efforts to promptly notify Contractor in writing of any known
limitation(s) in its notice of privacy practices to the extent that such limitation may affect
Contractor’s use or disclosure of PHI and/or ePHI.

D. County agrees not to request Contractor to use or disclose PHI and/or ePHI in any manner that
would not be permissible under HITECH, HIPAA, the Privacy Rule, and/or Security Rule.

E. County agrees to obtain any authorizations necessary for the use or disclosure of PHI and/or
ePHI, so that Contractor can perform its obligations under this Addendum and/or Underlying
Agreement.

5. Obligations of Contractor. In connection with the use or disclosure of PHI and/or ePHI,
Contractor agrees to:

A. Use or disclose PHI only if such use or disclosure complies with each applicable requirement
of 45 CFR §164.504(e). Contractor shall also comply with the additional privacy requirements
that are applicable to covered entities in HITECH, as may be amended from time to time.

B. Not use or further disclose PHI and/or ePHI other than as permitted or required by this
Addendum or as required by law. Contractor shall promptly notify County if Contractor is
required by law to disclose PHI and/or ePHI.

C. Use appropriate safeguards to prevent use or disclosure of PHI and/or ePHI other than as
provided for by this Addendum.
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D. Mitigate, to the extent practicable, any harmful effect that is known to Contractor of a use or
disclosure of PHI and/or ePHI by Contractor in violation of this Addendum.

E. Report to County any use or disclosure of PHI and/or ePHI not provided for by this Addendum
or otherwise in violation of HITECH, HIPAA, the Privacy Rule, and/or Security Rule of which
Contractor becomes aware.

F. Require any subcontractors or agents to whom Contractor provides PHI and/or ePHI to agree to
the same restrictions and conditions that apply to Contractor with respect to such PHI and/or
ePHI, including the restrictions and conditions pursuant to this Addendum.

G. Make available to County or the Secretary, in the time and manner designated by County or
Secretary, Contractor’s internal practices, books and records relating to the use, disclosure and
privacy protection of PHI received from County, or created or received by Contractor on behalf
of County, for purposes of determining, investigating or auditing Contractor’s and/or County’s
compliance with the Privacy Rule.

H. Request, use or disclose only the minimum amount of PHI necessary to accomplish the
intended purpose of the request, use or disclosure in accordance with 42 USC §17935(b) and 45
CFR §164.502(b)(1).

. Comply with requirements of satisfactory assurances under 45 CFR §164.512 relating to notice
or qualified protective order in response to a third party’s subpoena, discovery request, or other
lawful process for the disclosure of PHI, which Contractor shall promptly notify County upon
Contractor’s receipt of such request from a third party.

J.. Not require an individual to provide patient authorization for use or disclosure of PHI as a
condition for treatment, payment, enrollment in any health plan (including the health plan
administered by County), or eligibility of benefits, unless otherwise excepted under 45 CFR
§164.508(b)(4) and authorized in writing by County.

K. Use appropriate administrative, technical and physical safeguards to prevent inappropriate use,
disclosure, or access of PHI and/or ePHI.

L. Obtain and maintain knowledge of applicable laws and regulations related to HIPAA and
HITECH, as may be amended from time to time.

6. Access to PHI, Amendment and Disclosure Accounting. Contractor agrees to:

A. Access to PHI and electronic health record. Provide access to PHI in a designated record set
to County or an individual as directed by County, within five (5) days of request from County,
to satisfy the requirements of 45 CFR §164.524. If Contractor uses or maintains electronic
health records, Contractor shall, at the request of County, provide electronic health records in
electronic format to enable County to fulfill its obligations under 42 USC §17935(e).
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B. Amendment of PHI. Make PHI available for amendment and incorporate amendments to PHI
in a designated record set County directs or agrees to at the request of an individual, within

fifteen (15) days of receiving a written request from County, in accordance with 45 CFR
§164.526.

C. Accounting of disclosures of PHI and electronic health record. Assist County to fulfill its
obligations to provide accounting of disclosures of PHI under 45 CFR §164.528 and, where
applicable, electronic health records under 42 USC §17935(c) if Contractor uses or maintains
electronic health records. Contractor shall:

(1) Document such disclosures of PHI and/or electronic health records, and information related
to such disclosures, as would be required for County to respond to a request by an
individual for an accounting of disclosures of PHI and/or electronic health record in
accordance with 45 CFR §164.528.

(2) Within fifteen (15) days of receiving a written request from County, provide to County or
any individual as directed by County information collected in accordance with this section
to permit County to respond to a request by an individual for an accounting of disclosures
of PHI and/or electronic health record.

(3) Make available for County information required by this section for six (6) years preceding
the individual’s request for accounting of disclosures of PHI, and for three (3) years
preceding the individual’s request for accounting of disclosures of electronic health record.

7. Security of ePHI. In the event Contractor needs to create, receive, or have access to County ePHI,
in accordance with 42 USC §17931 and 45 CFR §§164.314(a)(2)(i), and 164.306, Contractor shall:

A. Implement the administrative, physical, and technical safeguards that reasonably and
appropriately protect the confidentiality, integrity, and availability of ePHI that Contractor
creates, receives, maintains, or transmits on behalf of County as required by the Security Rule,
including without limitations, each of the requirements of the Security Rule at 45 CFR
§§164.308, 164.310, and 164.312;

B. Comply with each of the requirements of 45 CFR §164.316 relating to the implementation of
policies, procedures and documentation requirements with respect to ePHI;

C. Protect against any reasonably anticipated threats or hazards to the security or integrity of
ePHI;

D. Protect against any reasonably anticipated uses or disclosures of ePHI that are not permitted or
required under the Privacy Rule;

E. Ensure compliance by Contractor’s workforce;
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F. Ensure that any agent, including a subcontractor, to whom it provides ePHI agrees to
implement reasonable appropriate safeguards to protect it;

G. Report to County any security incident of which Contractor becomes aware; and,

H. Comply with any additional security requirements that are applicable to covered entities in
Title 42 (Public Health and Welfare) of the United States Code, as may be amended from time
to time, including but not limited to HITECH.

8. Breach of Unsecured PHI. In the case of breach of unsecured PHI, Contractor shall comply with
the applicable provisions of 42 USC §17932 and 45 CFR Part 164, Subpart D, including but not
limited to 45 CFR §164.410.

A. Discovery and notification. Following the discovery of a breach of unsecured PHI,
Contractor shall notify County in writing of such breach without unreasonable delay and in no

case later than 60 calendar days after discovery of a breach, except as provided in 45 CFR
§164.412.

(1) Breaches treated as discovered. A breach is treated as discovered by Contractor as of the
first day on which such breach is known to Contractor or, by exercising reasonable
diligence, would have been known to Contractor, which includes any person, other than the
person committing the breach, who is an employee, officer, or other agent of Contractor
(determined in accordance with the federal common law of agency).

(2) Content of notification. The written notification to County relating to breach of unsecured
PHI shall include, to the extent possible, the following information if known (or can be
reasonably obtained) by Contractor:

(a) The identification of each individual whose unsecured PHI has been, or is reasonably
believed by Contractor to have been accessed, acquired, used or disclosed during the
breach;

(b) A brief description of what happened, including the date of the breach and the date of
the discovery of the breach, if known;

(¢) A description of the types of unsecured PHI involved in the breach, such as whether full
name, social security number, date of birth, home address, account number, diagnosis,

disability code, or other types of information were involved;

(d) Any steps individuals should take to protect themselves from potential harm resulting
from the breach;

(e) A brief description of what Contractor is doing to investigate the breach, to mitigate
harm to individuals, and to protect against any further breaches; and,
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(D Contact procedures for individuals to ask questions or learn additional information,
which shall include a toll-free telephone number, an e-mail address, web site, or postal
address.

B. Cooperation. With respect to any breach of unsecured PHI reported by Contractor, Contractor
shall cooperate with County and shall provide County with any information requested by
County to enable County to fulfill in a timely manner its own reporting and notification
obligations, including but not limited to providing notice to individuals, media outlets and the
Secretary in accordance with 42 USC §17932 and 45 CFR §§ 164.404, 164.406 and 164.408.

C. Breach log. To the extent breach of unsecured PHI involves less than 500 individuals,
Contractor shall maintain a log or other documentation of such breaches and provide such log
or other documentation on an annual basis to County not later than fifteen (15) days after the
end of each calendar year for submission to the Secretary.

D. Delay of notification authorized by law enforcement. If Contractor delays notification of
breach of unsecured PHI pursuant to a law enforcement official’s statement that required
notification, notice or posting would impede a criminal investigation or cause damage to
national security, Contractor shall maintain documentation sufficient to demonstrate its
compliance with the requirements of 45 CFR §164.412.

E. Payment of costs. With respect to any breach of unsecured PHI caused solely by the
Contractor’s failure to comply with one or more of its obligations under this Addendum and/or
the provisions of HITECH, HIPAA, the Privacy Rule or the Security Rule, Contractor agrees to
pay any and all costs associated with providing all legally required notifications to individuals,
media outlets, and the Secretary. This provision shall not be construed to limit or diminish
Contractor’s obligations to indemnify, defend and hold harmless County under Section 9 of this
Addendum.

F. Documentation. Pursuant to 45 CFR §164.414(b), in the event Contractor’s use or disclosure
of PHI and/or ePHI violates the Privacy Rule, Contractor shall maintain documentation
sufficient to demonstrate that all notifications were made by Contractor as required by 45 CFR
Part 164, Subpart D, or that such use or disclosure did not constitute a breach.

9. Hold Harmless/Indemnification.

A. Contractor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless County, all Agencies, Districts, Special
Districts and Departments of County, their respective directors, officers, Board of Supervisors,
clected and appointed officials, employees, agents and representatives from any liability
whatsoever, based or asserted upon any services of Contractor, its officers, employees,
subcontractors, agents or representatives arising out of or in any way relating to this
Addendum, including but not limited to property damage, bodily injury, death, or any other
element of any kind or nature whatsoever arising from the performance of Contractor, its
officers, agents, employees, subcontractors, agents or representatives from this Addendum.
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Contractor shall defend, at its sole expense, all costs and fees, including but not limited to
attorney fees, cost of investigation, defense and settlements or awards, of County, all Agencies,
Districts, Special Districts and Departments of County, their respective directors, officers,
Board of Supervisors, elected and appointed officials, employees, agents or representatives in
any claim or action based upon such alleged acts or omissions.

B. With respect to any action or claim subject to indemnification herein by Contractor, Contractor
shall, at their sole cost, have the right to use counsel of their choice, subject to the approval of
County, which shall not be unreasonably withheld, and shall have the right to adjust, settle, or
compromise any such action or claim without the prior consent of County; provided, however,
that any such adjustment, settlement or compromise in no manner whatsoever limits or
circumscribes Contractor’s indemnification to County as set forth herein. Contractor’s
obligation to defend, indemnify and hold harmless County shall be subject to County having
given Contractor written notice within a reasonable period of time of the claim or of the
commencement of the related action, as the case may be, and information and reasonable
assistance, at Contractor’s expense, for the defense or seitlement thereof. Contractor’s
obligation hereunder shall be satisfied when Contractor has provided to County the appropriate
form of dismissal relieving County from any liability for the action or claim involved.

C. The specified insurance limits required in the Undetlying Agreement of this Addendum shall in
no way limit or circumscribe Contractor’s obligations to indemnify and hold harmless County
herein from third party claims arising from issues of this Addendum.

D. In the event there is conflict between this clause and California Civil Code §2782, this clause
shall be interpreted to comply with Civil Code §2782. Such interpretation shall not relieve the
Contractor from indemnifying County to the fullest extent allowed by law.

E. In the event there is a conflict between this indemnification clause and an indemnification
clause contained in the Underlying Agreement of this Addendum, this indemnification shall
only apply to the subject issues included within this Addendum.

10. Term. This Addendum shall commence upon the Effective Date and shall terminate when al PHI
and/or ePHI provided by County to Contractor, or created or received by Contractor on behalf of
County, is destroyed or returned to County, or, if it is infeasible to return or destroy PHI and/ePHI,
protections are extended to such information, in accordance with section 1 1.B of this Addendum.

11. Termination.

A. Termination for Breach of Contract, A breach of any provision of this Addendum by either
party shall constitute a material breach of the Underlying Agreement and will provide grounds
for terminating this Addendum and the Underlying Agreement with or without an opportunity
to cure the breach, notwithstanding any provision in the Underlying Agreement to the contrary.,
Either party, upon written notice to the other party describing the breach, may take any of the
following actions:
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(1) Terminate the Underlying Agreement and this Addendum, effective immediately, if the
other party breaches a material provision of this Addendum.

(2) Provide the other party with an opportunity to cure the alleged material breach and in the
event the other party fails to cure the breach to the satisfaction of the non-breaching party in
a timely manner, the non-breaching party has the right to immediately terminate the
Underlying Agreement and this Addendum.

(3) If termination of the Underlying Agreement is not feasible, the non-breaching party may
report the problem to the Secretary, and upon the non-breaching party’s request, the
breaching party at its own expense shall implement a plan to cure the breach and report
regularly on its compliance with such plan to the non-breaching party.

B. Effect of Termination.

(1) Upon termination of this Addendum, for any reason, Contractor shall return or destroy all
PHI and/or ePHI received from County, or created or received by the Contractor on behalf
of County, and, in the event of destruction, Contractor shall certify such destruction, in
writing, to County. This provision shall apply to all PHI and/or ePHI which are in the
possession of subcontractors or agents of Contractor. Contractor shall retain no copies of
PHI and/or ePHI, except as provided below in paragraph (2) of this section.

(2) In the event that Contractor determines that returning or destroying the PHI and/or ePHI is
not feasible, Contractor shall provide written notification to County of the conditions that
make such return or destruction not feasible. Upon determination by Contractor that return
or destruction of PHI and/or ePHI is not feasible, Contractor shall extend the protections of
this Addendum to such PHI and/or ePHI and limit further uses and disclosures of such PHI
and/or ePHI to those purposes which make the return or destruction not feasible, for so long
as Contractor maintains such PHI and/or ePHI.

12. General Provisions.

A. Retention Period. Whenever Contractor is required to document or maintain documentation
pursuant to the terms of this Addendum, Contractor shall retain such documentation for 6 years
from the date of its creation or as otherwise prescribed by law, whichever is later.

B. Amendment. The parties agree to take such action as is necessary to amend this Addendum
from time to time as is necessary for County to comply with HITECH, the Privacy Rule,
Security Rule, and HIPAA generally.

C. Survival. The obligations of Contractor under Sections 3, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 11.B and 12.A of this
Addendum shall survive the termination or expiration of this Addendum.
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. Regulatory and Statutory References. A reference in this Addendum to a section in

HITECH, HIPAA, the Privacy Rule and/or Security Rule means the section(s) as in effect or as
amended.

. Conflicts. The provisions of this Addendum shall prevail over any provisions in the

Underlying Agreement that conflict or appear inconsistent with any provision in this
Addendum.

. Interpretation of Addendum.

(1) This Addendum shall be construed to be part of the Underlying Agreement as one
document. The purpose is to supplement the Underlying Agreement to include the
requirements of the Privacy Rule, Security Rule, HIPAA and HITECH.

(2) Any ambiguity between this Addendum and the Underlying Agreement shall be resolved to
permit County to comply with the Privacy Rule, Security Rule, HIPAA and HITECH
generally.

. Notices to County. All notifications required to be given by Contractor pursuant to the terms

of this Addendum shall be in writing and delivered to the County by either registered or
certified mail return receipt requested or guaranteed overnight mail with tracing capability at
the address listed below, or at such other address as County may hereafter designate. All
notices provided by Contractor pursuant to this Section shall be deemed given or made when
received by County.
