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BACKGROUND:

The Riverside County Anti-Terrorism Approval Authority (ATTA) has
recommended funding a Sheriffs Department application for funding for
interoperable radio equipment for Department aircraft that will aliow the
Department to effectively and efficiently communicate with most other allied
agencies in the region. The application was submitted in response to the
Riverside County Operational Area 2011 Homeland Security Grant Program. The
ATTA has allocated to the Sheriff's Department $490,000 for the project.
