BACKGROUND:

Pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), the District's Board of Supervisors
approved the adoption of a CEQA MND and Mitigation Monitoring Program Table for the Calimesa Line
L project (aka Calimesa — Avenue L Storm Drain) following a public hearing on April 25, 2006. The
adopted CEQA document addressed construction of the storm drain mainline within Avenue L and
Douglas Street, however, the proposed Stage 2 lateral within Third Street is a minor technical change
from the original project description. Construction and operation of the Stage 2 lateral will not result in
substantial changes to the project or new significant impacts. District staff has made the determination
that none of the conditions described in Section 15162 of the CEQA calling for the preparation of a
subsequent MND have occurred. Therefore, a CEQA Addendum has been prepared pursuant to
Section 15164 of the CEQA Guidelines.

The proposed project is not within the Criteria Area or Public/Quasi-Public (P/QP) lands set forth in and
established by the Western Riverside County Multiple Species Habitat Conservation Plan (MSHCP).
The proposed project site does not meet the MSHCP definition of riparian/riverine areas or vernal
pools. In addition, the proposed project lacks suitable habitat for the species listed in Section 6.1.2 of
the MSHCP. Therefore, no analysis or survey is required. The proposed project is not located within a
mapped survey area for the Narrow Endemic Plant Species. Therefore, no habitat assessment or
survey is required under Section 6.1.3 of the MSHCP. The proposed project is not located within a
mapped survey area for plant, amphibian, mammal species or burrowing owls. Therefore, no habitat
assessment or survey is required under Section 6.3.2 of the MSHCP.

The Agreement sets forth the terms and conditions by which the District will design and construct
certain flood control and drainage facilities.

Upon completion of the facilities' construction, the District will assume ownership, operation and
maintenance of the mainline storm drain. The City of Calimesa will assume ownership, operation and
maintenance of appurtenances, street betterments and storm drain segments that are 36-inch or
smaller in diameter.

County Counsel has approved the Agreement as to legal form. The City of Calimesa has executed the
Agreement. '

The contract documents have been approved as to form by County Counsel. A brief project description
and location map are attached.

The RIVERSIDE COUNTY FLOOD CONTROL AND WATER

RECITALS

approximately 7,100 lineal feet of underground storm drain system, as shown in concept in blue
and red on Exhibit "A" attached hereto and made a part hereof; and

B.  Associated with the construction of STORM DRAIN are various catch
basins, laterals and connector pipes located within CITY held easements or rights of way,
hereinafter called "APPURTENANCES". Together, STORM DRAIN and APPURTENANCES

C.  DISTRICT desires CITY to accept ownership and responsibility for the
operation and maintenance of APPURTENANCES and STORM DRAIN segments that are 36-
inch or smaller in diameter, as shown in concept in red on Exhibit A; and

D.  CITY desires DISTRICT to include as part of its construction contract for
PROJECT, the replacement of structural pavement, hereinafter called "STREET
BETTERMENTS". DISTRICT is willing to incorporate STREET BETTERMENTS into its

PROJECT construction contract provided that CITY reimburses DISTRICT for the

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties hereto mutually agree as follows:

SECTION 1
DISTRICT shall:

1.  Prepare or cause to be prepared plans and specifications for PROJECT,
hereinafter called "IMPROVEMENT PLANS" in accordance with applicable DISTRICT and
CITY standards.

| 2. Provide CITY an opportunity to review and approve IMPROVEMENT
PLANS prior to DISTRICT awarding a public works construction contract for PROJECT.

3.  Incorporate CITY requested STREET BETTERMENTS as part of the
construction contract for PROJECT.

4.  Advertise, award and administer a public works PROJECT construction
contract.

5. Provide CITY with written notice that DISTRICT has awarded a
construction contract for PROJECT.

6. Notify CITY in writing at least twenty (20) days prior to the start of
construction of PROJECT.

7. Construct or cause to be constructed, PROJECT and STREET
BETTERMENTS pursuant to a DISTRICT administered public works construction contract, in
accordahce with IMPROVEMENT PLANS approved by DISTRICT and CITY, and pay all
costs associated therewith except those costs specifically agreed to by CITY as provided herein.

8. Keep an accurate accounting of all DISTRICT costs associated with the

construction of STREET BETTERMENTS, plus any additional work requested by CITY

PROJECT as being complete, submit a final cost statement to CITY.

9.  Within two (2) weeks of completing PROJECT construction, provide CITY
with written notice that PROJECT construction is substantially complete and requesting that
CITY conduct a final inspection of PROJECT.

| 10.  Upon DISTRICT'S acceptance of PROJECT construction as complete,
accept ownership and sole responsibility for the operation and maintenance of STORM DRAIN
segments that are larger than 36-inch in diameter, as shown in concept in blue on Exhibit "A".

11.  Upon DISTRICT'S acceptance of PROJECT construction as complete,
provide CITY with a reproducible copy of "record drawing" plans for IMPROVEMENT
PLANS.

SECTION II

CITY shall:

1. Review and approve IMPROVEMENT PLANS prior to DISTRICT
advertising PROJECT for construction. |

2. Review and approve the unit bid price for bid item(s) as set forth in concept
on Exhibit "B", attached hereto and made a part hereof, prior to DISTRICT'S award of the
PROJECT construction contract.

3. Grant DISTRICT, by execution of this Agreement, all rights necessary to
construct, inspect, operate and maintain PROJECT within CITY rights of way.

4,  Grant DISTRICT, by execution of this Agreement, all rights necessary to

operate and maintain STORM DRAIN segments larger than 36-inch in diameter within CITY

rights of way.
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5. Order the relocation of all utilities installed by permit or franchise within
CITY rights of way which conflict with the construction of PROJECT and which must be
relocated at the utility company's expense.

6.  Issue DISTRICT'S contractor(s) a no fee permit to construct PROJECT.

7.  Inspect PROJECT construction at its sole cost.

8.  Upon receipt of DISTRICT'S written notice that PROJECT construction is
substantially complete, conduct a final inspection of PROJECT.

9.  Pay DISTRICT, within thirty (30) days of receipt of its invoice, for the
actual construction cost of STREET BETTERMENTS, as set forth in Section 1.8, or the cost of
any additional work requested by CITY pursuant to Section IIL.3.

10.  Accept sole responsibility for ownership, operation and maintenance of
APPURTENANCES, STREET BETTERMENTS and STORM DRAIN segments that are 36-
inch or smaller in diameter upon (i) receipt of DISTRICT'S Notice of Completion of PROJECT,
and (ii) receipt of reproducible copy of "record drawing" plans for IMPROVEMENT PLANS as
set forth in Section L.11.

11.  Upon DISTRICT acceptance of STORM DRAIN construction as being
complete, accept sole responsibility for the adjustment of all PROJECT manhole rings and
covers located within CITY rights of way which must be performed at such time(s) that the
finished grade along and above STORM DRAIN is improved, repaired, replaced or changed. It
being further understood and agreed that any such adjustments shall be performed at no cost to

DISTRICT.
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SECTION 111

It is further mutually agreed:

1. Except as otherwise provided herein, all construction work involved with
PROJECT shall be inspected by DISTRICT and shall not be deemed complete until approved
and accepted as complete by DISTRICT.

2. CITY personnel may observe and inspect all work being done on
PROJECT, but shall provide any comments to DISTRICT personnel who shall be solely
responsible for all communications with its construction contractor(s).

3. In the event CITY desires to include any additional work as part of the
PROJECT construction contract, CITY shall submit a written request to DISTRICT describing
the additional work desired and agree to pay DISTRICT for any agreed upon additional work
requested. Payment for any additional work shall be based upon actual quantities of materials
installed at the contract unit prices bid, or at the negotiated change order prices.

4. DISTRICT shall indemnify, defend, save and hold harmless CITY
(including its officers, employees, agents, representatives, independent contractors, and
subcontractors) from any liabilities, claim, damage, proceeding or action, present or future,
based upon, arising out of or in any way relating to DISTRICT (including its officers, Board of
Supervisors, elected and appointed officials, employees, agents, representatives, independent
contractors, and subcontractors) actual or alleged acts or omissions related to this Agreement,
performance under this Agreement, or failure to comply with the requirements of this
Agreement, including but not limited to: (a) property damage; (b) bodily injury or death; (c)
payment of attorney's fees; or (d) any other element of any kind or nature whatsoever.

5. CITY shall indemnify, defend, save and hold harmless DISTRICT and

County of Riverside (including their respective officers, districts, special districts and
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departments, their respective directors, officers, Board of Supervisors, elected and appointed
officials, employees, agents, representatives, independent contractors, and subcontractors) from
any liabilities, claim, damage, proceeding or action, present or future, based upon, arising out of
or in any way relating to CITY (including its officers, employees, agents, representatives,
independent contractors, and subcontractors) actual or alleged acts or omissions related to this
Agreement, performance under this Agreement, or failure to comply with the requirements of
this Agreement, including but not limited to: (a) property damage; (b) bodily injury or death; (c)
payment of attorney's fees; or (d) any other element of any kind or nature whatsoever.

6.  Any waiver by DISTRICT or by CITY of any breach of any one or more of
the terms of this Agreement shall not be construed to be a waiver of any subsequent or other
breach of the same or of any other term hereof. Failure on the part of DISTRICT or CITY to
require exact, full and complete compliance with any terms of this Agreement shall not be
construed as in any manner changing the terms hereof, or estopping DISTRICT or CITY from
enforcement hereof.

7.  This Agreement is to be construed in accordance with the laws of the State
of California.

Calimesa Line L Project — The proposed project is a flood control facility which consists of the
construction, operation and maintenance of a series of reinforced concrete pipe ranging from
approximately 36 inches to 96 inches in diameter. The initial phase of the proposed project consists
of approximately 4,700 lineal feet of reinforced concrete pipe ranging from approximately 66 inches
to 84 inches in diameter. The proposed outlet for the project is the existing sump located at the
terminus of Calimesa Channel immediately east of Interstate 10 Freeway and south of County Line
Road. From the proposed outlet, the project alignment will extend south within and parallel to, the
Interstate 10 Freeway right-of-way, east in Avenue K, south in Calimesa Boulevard, .and east in
Avenue L to approximately 4™ Street.

CALIFORNIA ENVIRONEMNTAL QUALITY ACT ADDENDUM

Calimesa — Line L Storm Drain Project
Project No. 5-0-00165

Description

The Calimesa — Line L Storm Drain Project has been previously addressed through the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). The Riverside County Flood Control and Water Conservation
District Board approved the adoption of a CEQA Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND) following a
public hearing on April 25, 2006. The project was proposed in two stages. Stage 1 of the project has
been built and consists of approximately 4,700 lineal feet of reinforced concrete pipe storm drain.
The Stage 2 storm drain alignment was originally proposed to connect to Stage 1 within Avenue L,

from approximately 4™ Street to Douglas Street then terminate at a point approximately 800 feet
north on Douglas Street.

The newly proposed Stage 2 storm drain alignment is substantially the same as the original project
storm drain alignment with the exception of the following minor technical changes: the storm drain
mainline will terminate approximately 710 feet north of Douglas Street instead of 800 feet; and one
36 inch reinforced concrete pipe storm -drain lateral will extend approximately 110 feet north along
Third Street. See attached Exhibit A and Exhibit B.

CEQA

The previously adopted CEQA document addressed the construction of the storm drain mainline
within Avenue L and Douglas Street; however, the proposed lateral within Third Street is a minor
technical change from the original project description. Construction and operation of the lateral will
not result in substantial changes to the project or new significant impacts. None of the conditions
described in Section 15162 of the CEQA Guidelines calling for the preparation of a subsequent MND
have occurred, and further CEQA review is not required. This Addendum has been prepared
pursuant to Section 15164 of the CEQA Guidelines.

The adopted MND included two mitigation measures that addressed potential adverse impacts to air
quality and noise. The proposed project will be required to comply with these mitigation measures.
See attached Exhibit C.
