This SIXTH AMENDMENT TO LEASE (Sixth Amendment) is made as of
lkl(a’ C(ﬂb’ 20 , 2012 by and between the COUNTY OF RIVERSIDE, a
political subdivision of the State of California (County), and MCC VENTURES, LP, a
California limited partnership (Lessor).

1. Recitals.

a. County and Moreno Corporate Center, LLC, a Delaware Limited
Liability Company, entered into that certain lease dated December 16, 1997, (the
Original Lease) pursuant to which County, as Lessee, leased a portion of that certain
building located at 22690 Cactus Avenue, Moreno Valley, California (the Building), as
more particularly described in the Original Lease (Original Premises).
b. The Original Lease has been amended by:
i. That certain First Amendment to Lease dated November 9,
1999, by and between the County of Riverside and Moreno Corporate Center, LLC,
(First Amendment), whereby the County, among other things, increased the leased
premises (Expanded Premises),
ii. That certain Second Amendment to Lease dated April 11,
2000, by and between the County and Moreno Corporate Center, LLC, (Second
Amendment), whereby certain tenant improvements were made to the Expanded
Premises.
iii. That certain Third Amendment to Lease dated March 11,
2003, by and between the County and NNN Tech Fund lll, a Virginia Limited Liability
company, as successor in interest to Moreno Corporate Center, LLC, (Third
Amendment), whereby the parties, among other things, agreed to extend the term and

amend the monthly rent.
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4. Improvements by Lessor. Section 7 of the Fifth Amendment to Lease
is hereby amended by the following:

a. Lessor, at its sole cost and expense shall complete revised
improvements as specified on Exhibit “J” attached hereto and by this reference made a
part of this lease. Construct two walls in 2" floor training rooms in lieu of folding walls,
install insulation, install door in each new wall, install door frame and hardware, paint,
revise electrical for training tables for wall feed, architectural fees, plans and permits.
Cost of tenant improvements shall not exceed $100,000.00. County shall reimburse
Lessor as follows:

b. One third (1/3) of the reimbursement amount shall be paid within
sixty (60) days after completion of the Leasehold Improvements and receipt of
invoicing with appropriate backup documents.

C. One half (1/2) of the remaining balance, together with interest
thereon at the rate of two percent (2%) per annum, from the date of Substantial
Completion until the date of payment, shall be paid no later than the month of October
of the County fiscal year following the fiscal year in which the initial payment
referenced in Section 6b above was paid.

d. The remaining balance, together with interest thereon at the rate of
two percent (2%) per annum, from the date of Substantial Completion until the date of
payment, shall be paid no later than the month of October of the County fiscal year
following the fiscal year in which the payment referenced in Section 6¢c above was paid.

5. Except as modified or supplemented by this Sixth Amendment to Lease, all
provisions of this Lease shall remain in full force and effect.
