As discussed by Robert Mabee and Verla Harle by telephone on Thursday, June 24, 1993, we were
not successful in having Riverside County dedicate your road as a non-maintained easement. If the
road had been dedicated bythe County, we would have made this right-of-way (ROW) rental exempt
because the road provides physical access to properties in the area and is critical for fire-fighting
purposes, paramedics, and other important services. The County, as you are aware, advised that there
was not sufficient interest 1w dedicare this road, which included the fact that this ROW expires in 30
years, and dedication cannot have a time limitation.

Since this road cannot be dedicated by the County, it will be necessary that rental be charged for
ROW CACA 8278. Mr. Mabee asked that Ms. Harle determine the rental and bill him accordingly,
based on the linear schedule effective since August of 1987. This schedule is based on a national
index, updated each year and published in the Federal Register. The schedule provides a vniform
method for rental determinations. All rental billing periods are adjusted to coincide with the calendar
year. Rental is calculated by muitiplying the acreage in the ROW by the applicable zone (county)
rate. An advance payment for five years is requested when the annual rental is $100.00or less. The
rental amount is adjusted slightly at the time of the next due date to comply with the current linear
schedule.

The annual rental rate for ROW CACA 8278 is $64.00 (rounded) for 5.82 acres of public land in
Riverside County at $11.00per acre. The total rental due (within 60 days of receipt of this decision)
is $320.00 for five years and will pay the rental through December 31, 1997. Please make your
check payable to the DEPARTMENT OF THE INTERIOR-BLM at the above address. You will
receive a notice of payment due in advance of the next due date of Japuary 1, 1998.
