FY 2011-2012 Aliocation of SLESA for COPS and JJCPA

Government Code 30061 requires the County Auditor-Controller to allocate the
moneys in the County’s SLESA, both County and cities, upon receipt of the
approved expenditure plans from the Governing Board of those agencies. The
Supplemental Law Enforcement Oversight Committee (SLEOC) approved the
expenditure plan for the County as shown in Attachment B. The Sheriff's
Department has coordinated receipt of the expenditure plan approved by the
cities’ Governing Boards, and has provided the Auditor-Controller's Office with a
copy of the approved expenditure plans. The Auditor-Controller’'s Office has also
been provided a copy of the certified report delineating the FY 2010-2011
distributions and expenditures for the Citizen’s Option for Public Safety-
Supplemental Law Enforcement Service Account.

The estimated allocation for SLESA funding for FY 2011-12 is $9,932,800 and
will be received in four installment payments. The 1st installment payment for
the amount of $3,230,544 was received by the County on October 14, 2011, the
2nd installment payment for $2,764,834 was received by the County on January
20, 2012, the 3rd estimated installment payment for $1,968,711 will be received
by the County on April 20, 2012 and the 4th estimated installment payment for
$1,968,711 is expected to be received within the 1st quarter of FY 2012-2013.

The data on Attachment A represents the distribution for the COPS Program and
the JUCPA. The cities share of the total allocation is $3,522,255 and the
County’s share is $6,410,545. The County’s share will be distributed as follows:
$1,444 145 to the COPS Program and $4,966,400 to the JJCPA.

FY 2011-2012 SLESA allocation is used to fund jail operations, criminal
prosecution, front-line law enforcement, and a comprehensive multi-agency
juvenile justice program. The JJCPA FY 2011-2012 allocation is intended to
cover the cost of approved plan activities from October 1, 2011 through
September 30, 2012.
