BACKGROUND:

On November 2, 1999, Item 3.22, the Board authorized the Community Health Agency
Department of Public Health Disease Control Branch (Department) to accept the first
year of subvention funding from the California Department of Public Health (CDPH)
Tuberculosis Control Branch (TBCB) to be issued to American Lung Association of
California (ALAC) in a single source subcontract. :

A second agreement between the Department and ALAC was approved by the Board on
June 25, 2002, Item 3.17, to be funded by the same subvention funds, but allocated on a
calendar year basis.

This Form 11 is to accept the Award in the amount of up to $671,446 ($614,221 for
ALAC and $57,225 for Riverside County Administrative cost) for the performance period
of December 1, 2011 through November 30, 2012.

This budget overlaps County Fiscal Year 11/12 — 12/13. The department will use
$391,677 for Fiscal Year 11/12 ($358,296 for ALAC and $33,381 for Riverside County
