3%& BACKGROUND: The United States Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) requires that
<

all substantial amendments to the Five-Year Consolidated Plan and the One-Year Action Plan be
approved by the Board of Supervisors. All new activities added to the One-Year Action Plan, as well as a
significant increase in funding to an existing project or changes to the scope or nature of an existing
project, will be considered substantial amendments. Pursuant to 24 CFR 91.105, the Economic
Development Agency published a 30-day public notice notifying the public of the proposed amendment to
the County of Riverside 2011-2012 One-Year Action Plan and the 2009-2014 Five-Year Consolidated
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" . Staff recommends approval of the new HOME project as described in Attachment A.

The amendment to the One-Year Action Plan will add, “Mustang Lane Apartments”, to the list of
funded activities. The action is fully described as follows:

Mustang Affordable Homes LLC, a California Limited Liability Company (the “Applicant”), is
proposing to use $1,500,000 in HOME funds for the development and construction of a twenty

two (22) unit multi-family affordable housing complex for U.S. veterans in the City of Jurupa
Valley in the County of Riverside.

The proposed project, will consist of three (3) one bedroom units, fifteen (15) two bedroom
units, and four (4) three bedroom units. A three bedroom unit will be set aside as a manager’s
unit. The one-bedroom units are approximately 754 square-feet, the two-bedroom units are
approximately 879 square-feet, and the three-bedroom units are approximately 1,176 square-
feet. The total cost of development is estimated to be $5,304,698.
