AN ORDINANCE OF THE COUNTY OF RIVERSIDE

AMENDING ORDINANCE 913 REQUIRING ELECTRONIC

CAMPAIGN FINANCE DISCLOSURE

The Board of Supervisors of the County of Riverside ordains as follows:

Section 1. Section 2. of Ordinance 913 is amended to read as follows:

“PURPOSE. The purpose of this Ordinance is to require online electronic filing of
campaign statements and require online reporting of contributions and independent
expenditures régarding elections of Candidates to County offices and the
qualification or passage of local ballot measures within the County of Riverside in
addition to paper filing as currently required under the Political Reform Act,
(commencing with California Government Code Section 84200 et seq.) in order to

facilitate review and maximize the availability of this information to the public.”

Section 2. Subsection b.2. of Section 5. of Ordinance 913 is amended to read as

“Makes Independent Expenditures totaling five thousand dollars ($5,000) or more

in any calendar year.”

Section 3. Subsection b.3. of Section 5. of Ordinance 913 is repealed in its entirety.
Section 4. Subsection h. of Section 5. of Ordinance 913 is repealed in its entirety.

Section 3. Subsection j. of Section 5. of Ordinance 913 is amended to read as follows:

“Independent Expenditure means an expenditure made by any Person including a

payment of public moneys by a state or local governmental agency, in connection
with a communication which expressly advocates the election or defeat of a clearly ‘
identified Candidate or the qualification, passage or defeat of a clearly identified

measure, or taken as a whole and in context, unambiguously urges a particular

electronic format.”

“A report disclosing a Contribution received by or made to a Candidate or local
ballot measure or an Independent Expenditure made for or against a Candidate or
local ballot measure, of one-thousand dollars ($1,000) or more during an Election
Cycle. The report shall be filed within twenty-four (24) hours of the Independent
Expenditure or receipt of the Contribution.”

Section 9. Subsection b.2. of Section 7. Of Ordinance 913 is amended to read as

“A report disclosing a Contribution received by or made to a Candidate or local
ballot measure, or an Independent Expenditure made for or against a Candidate or
local ballot measure, of five-thousand dollars ($5,000) or more at any time other
than during an Election Cycle. The report shall be filed within ten (10) business

days of the Independent Expenditure or receipt of the Contribution.”
