BACKGROUND: (Continued)

- On January 5, 2012, the Agency submitted a request to Eastern Municipal Water District for
annexation of certain lands for this project to Improvement District No. U-33 for the purposes of
providing and operating sewer sytem facilities and providing sewer services for this development
and its respective boundaries. The request also included annexation to U-34 for the purposes of
providing and operating water system facilities and providing water service for this development and
its respective boundaries. .

In response to that request, a formal annexation petition is required by EMWD before the proposed
development can be annexed. The petition includes Resolution No. 2063.7, which sets the standard
terms and conditions for the annexation of land to EMWD Improvement District and payment of the
fee of $998, which includes the State Board of Equalization Fee of $350. It should be noted a
deposit of $200 was previously paid on January 5, 2012, at the time of request when the annexation
- was submitted. The remaining fee to be paid is $798. -

Each applicant
for annexation of land(s) to a District improvement district(s) must sign to initiate legal
proceedings for an annexation pursuant to Section 72671 of the Water Code of the State
of California.
