Open
Pit Registry Act, Disabled Veterans Employment Protection Act, the Veterans Data Breach Timely
Notication Act, Improving Transparency of Education Opportunities for Veterans Act of 2012, the
Safe Housing of Homeless Veterans Act, Hire At Home Act, Veterans Affairs Employee
Accountability Act, Fairness For Military Homeowners Act, Place of Remembrance at Arlington
National Cemetery, Military Homes Protection Act, Veterans Disability Examinatiop Improvement
Act, Access to Veterans Benefits Improvement Act, and the Veterans Fidugiéry Reform Act.
