Through this award, Riverside County Office on Aging’s intent to: 1) implement
the ADRC Options Counseling Pilot Project and work with local ADRC
stakeholders to test and evaluate a comprehensive set of State Long-Term
Options Counseling Standards; 2) improve the Care Transitions program by
expanding the current ADRC hospital to home care transition program to diverse
and underserved communities. The goal is to reduce hospital readmission rates
and to secure funding from partner hospitals for continuation of transition coach
positions.

The Board approved the original contract on October 18, 2011 Agenda item 3.27
in the amount of $140,000.

The term of this agreement with the California Health and Human Services
Agency was amended on June 5" Agenda item 3.45 and approved by the Board
of Supervisors. The amendment extended the contract for an additional three (3)
months for FY12-13. The revised grant period is July 1, 2011 through
September 29, 2012

The amended total amount for this contract remains at $140,000 but unspent
funds from FY11-12 which represents the amount of $36,688 has been
reallocated into FY12-13. The amount of $25,000 has already been processed
through the countywide recommended budget adopted by the Board of
Supervisors on June 11, 2012, which reflects an underestimated amount of
$11,688. Therefore, a budget adjustment is needed as outlined on Schedule A.

There is no impact to County General Fund and we are requesting no matching
funds.
