BACKGROUND:

The purpose of the Magnolia Avenue Grade Separation Project (Project) is to replace the existing
Magnolia Avenue/Burlington Northern Santa Fe (BNSF) at-grade railroad crossing, in the community
of Home Gardens, in order to improve safety and traffic operations by eliminating the conflicts of
trains passing through the flow of vehicular traffic.

The Project would construct a new four-lane overhead bridge over the existing BNSF tracks, above
the entire BNSF right-of-way. The total length of the improvements would extend from approximately
500 feet west of Lincoln Street to approximately 550 feet east of Buchanan Street. The new bridge
would be striped for four lanes of traffic on Magnolia Avenue. The length and clearance of the
proposed bridge structure would accommodate the existing skewed railroad crossing, as well as the
two existing railroad tracks and two additional future tracks (planned separately from this project),
and would also provide space for frontage roads (proposed as part of this project).

The California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) environmental determination (Statutory
Exemption) Public Resources Code 21080.13 was approved on May 11, 2011 by the Riverside
County Transportation Department.

The National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) environmental determination (Categorical Exclusion)
Section 6004: 23 CFR 771.117(d)(3) was approved on May 11, 2011, by District 8 Division of
Environmental Planning for the California Department of Transportation.

The Economic Development Agency (EDA) has presented a written offer to the property owners as
required by Government Code Section 7267.2. The amount of the offer is consistent with current
property values in the Riverside area for the various property types (and is based upon a fair market
value appraisal report). EDA has also offered to pay the reasonable costs, not-to-exceed $5,000, for

an independent appraisal obtained by the property owners (as required by Code of Civil Procedure
Section 1263.025).

Settlement has not been reached with the following property owners, although negotiation is still in
process for the necessary right-of-way, permanent easements, and temporary construction
easements:
