BACKGROUND:
On July 17, 2012, the Board authorized the Clerk of the Board to advertise the Notice Inviting Bids"
for the project. The project will rehabilitate the main Runway 5-23 and all Taxiways, and will improve

the airports operations by increasing pavement longevity and airport operational safety.

On August 21, 2012, five bids were submitted for the Runway and Taxiway Pavement Rehabilitation
Project which consisted of a base bid only.

Following is a summary of the bid award:

COMMERCIAL AUTO

' Physical Damage Coverage is extended to
"autos” that you hire, rent or borrow subject to the
following:

(1) The most we will pay for "loss" in any one
- "accident” to a hired, rented or borrowed
