PALM SPRINGS
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The proposed Eagle Canyon Dam and Debris Basin project site is located in the hills to
the southwest of East Palm Canyon Drive (Highway 111) near its intersection with Canyon
Plaza Drive in Cathedral City, California. Portions of the project site are also located
within the city of Palm Springs and triballands of the Agua Caliente Band of Cahuilla
Indians. The dam will consist of an earth fillembankment constructed of locally available
materials obtained primarily from the excavation of the dam foundation.

During periods of heavy rainfall, floodwaters, mud and debris funneldown Eagle Canyon
and have damaged structures and properties located immediately downstream of the -
canyon in Cathedral City (most recently on July 20, 2008 and August 30, 2012). The
District willbe responsible for the construction, operation and maintenance of the dam
which will provide sufficient flood peak attenuation and conveyance to protect public
health and safety, reduce potential damage to developed properties located downstream
from the project site and prevent sediment and debris from flowing into public streets
and private property. Additionally, the project willinclude remediation of potentially
hazardous and non—hazardous materials that are present as a result of dumping and
other activity that previously occurred on the project site.
