Summary
The increasing senior population of Riverside County creates a venue for criminal activity. The vast

majority of elder abuse crimes are perpetrated to separate the senior from his or her assets. To combat
this growing trend of financial crimes against seniors, the District Attorney’s Office re-applied for
continuation of funding from the Department of Insurance, Life and Annuity Consumer Protection Program

and was awarded the grant in the amount of $10,000.

The Life and Annuity Consumer Protection Program grant, made pursuant to the provisions of section

and prosecution of life and annuity financial abuse cases. The District Attorney’s Office will also conduct
education seminars targeting the senior population in the county. These seminars will reveal types of scams
being used to defraud the seniors and what to do if contacted by a suspected con artist. The District Attorney’s
Office will also work with DOI staff.

The DA’s office budgeted revenue for this category based on an estimated award amount, as a result a budget
adjustment is not necessary.
