Agreement between the District and Consultant, which set forth the terms and conditions by which Consultant
would perform engineering analysis to determine levee criteria for Cathedral Channel Levee, Arenas Canyon
Levee and Palm Canyon Wash.

On November 18, 2008 (Agenda No. 11.5) the Board of Supervisors approved Amendment No. 1 to extend the
time for performance to June 30, 2009.

On June 30, 2009 (Agenda No. 11.7) the Board of Supervisors approved Amendment No. 2 to extend the time
for performance to June 30, 2010.

On September 14, 2010 (Agenda No. 11.2) the Board of Supervisors approved Amendment No. 3 to extend
the time for performance to June 30, 2011.

On December 20, 2011 (Agenda No. 11.1) the Board of Supervisors ratified and approved Amendment No. 4
to i) extend the time for performance to June 30, 2013, and ii) increase the contract amount by one hundred
thirty-eight thousand six hundred eighty-nine dollars ($138,689) for additional scope of services.
