Dear Chair and Commission Members:

The Endangered Habitats League (EHL) appreciates the opportunity to provide
comments on General Plan textual revisions vis a vis the MSHCP and on streamlining the
HANS process. For your reference, EHL is a longstanding stakeholder in County
planning efforts.

Last Spring, a group of environmental and development stakeholders, along with

the state and federal wildlife agencies, Planning Department, and Regional Conservation

- Authority, worked at Board direction on a framework to revise HANS. For “standalone”
GPAs within MSHCP Criteria Cells, an initial HANs would identify any needed
conservation area. More costly and time-consuming surveys would be deferred to the
subdivision map stage. This revision will not prejudice preserve assembly. Our
understanding is that this framework, already approved by the Board of Supervisors as a
resolution, is not before you for consideration at this time.

There are, however, two types of textual changes to the General Plan that are
before you. First, there are straightforward changes that recognize that the MSHCPs,
both Western Riverside and Coachella Valley, are no longer pending but are adopted.
Secondly, there are textual changes to reflect the new HANS procedures. EHL is
concerned that, presumably inadvertently, some important language has been deleted
which should be reinserted.

Specifically, the General Plan directly applies the provisions of the MSHCPs to
public and private projects. The language used is “in accordance with,” “implementation
of adopted MSHCPs,” “Enforce the provisions of applicable MSHCPs,” “ through the
enforcement of the provisions of applicable MSHCPs,” “implementing the MSCHP,” etc. .
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But in the proposed text, this language is all deleted and replaced with the phrases
“implement Riverside County’s policies as they relate to the adopted MSHCPs,” “in
accordance with Riverside County’s policies as they relate to the adopted MSHCPs,” etc.

These substitutions were presumably intended to reference the new HANS
procedures, yet they also radically change the General Plan by converting compliance
with the MSHCPs themselves into “accordance” with various County policies, many of
which not only have now been substantially altered but which also are, in the General
Plan context, balanced with many other policies and not necessarily followed. EHL does
not believe it was the intent to make MSCHP compliance an option. To do so would

invoke wholesale new CEQA analysis, hardly covered in the current Negative
Declaration.

Rather, the revised text should retain the original language and add language that
appropriately references the new HANS policies. Here are some examples of
recommended revisions:

AS PROPOSED

“applies to public and private lands conserved and managed in accordance with
Riverside County’s policies as they relate to adopted Multi Species Habitat and
other Conservation Plans.”

SUGGESTED REVISION

“applies to public and private lands conserved and managed in accordance with
adopted Multi Species Habitat and other Conservation Plans and in accordance
with related Riverside County policies.”

AS PROPOSED

“implement Riverside County’s policies as they relate to adopted MSHCPs.”

SUGGESTED REVISION

“implement adopted MSHCPs and related Riverside County policies.”

AS PROPOSED

Dear Ms. Luna:

Subsequent to the Planning Commission hearing of November 6, 2013, the
Endangered Habitats League (EHL) has reviewed the memorandum containing the latest
draft of revisions for General Plan text. We appreciate the responsiveness to our concern
over retaining existing General Plan language that requires the MSHCP to be carried out.

' The latest revisions address the issue with one exception, which is OS 17.3.
‘ While this may have simply been an oversight, I will nevertheless provide arguments for
correcting it along the lines of the other sections.

OS 17.3 refers to general plan amendments and zone changes, the subject of the
accompanying HANS procedural changes. These HANS changes are not meant to
eliminate mandatory MSCHP compliance for GPAs and zone changes, but rather to
address the timing of specific HANS components during the multi-stage land use process.
In other words, the provisions of applicable MSHCPs still need to be enforced, though
now through the revised HANS procedures.

In order to retain the substantive content of the General Plan (and therefore not
trigger CEQA issues) and also accommodate the new HANS procedures, we suggest the
following language for OS 17.3:

“Enforce the provisions of applicable MSHCPs;-ifadepted and implement related
Riverside County policies when conducting review of possible general plan
amendments and/or zoning changes, including policies regarding the handling of
private and public state alone applications for general plan amendments, lot line
adjustments and zoning ordinance amendments that are not accompanied by, or
associated with, an application to subdivide or other land use development
application. Every stand along application shall require . ..”

"Designation of open spaces in the General Plan and Area
plans conveys the intent of creating a comprehensive open
space system that provides a framework for community
development and encompasses the needs of humans for active
and passive recreation, as well as the needs of multiple
species for survival and sustenance. Within that overall
designation, the functional areas of community open space
and habitat preservation should be clearly delineated,"

The Open Space General Plan Foundation Component is intended to accomplish
this by identifying open space areas for the preservation of habitat, water and
other natural resources, protection from natural hazards, provision of
recreational areas, and the protection of scenic resources.
