] (b) Crippling disaster which severely impairs public health, safety or both as
determined by a majority of the members of the legislative body.

< The item on which the action is to be taken came to the attention of the County subsequent
to the agenda being posted and there is need to take immediate action on the item.

] The item was continued for no more than five calendar days from a prior meeting for which
the item was posted.

JUSTIFICATION:

The decision by the California Supreme Court issued on December 29, 2011, decreed that redevelopmer
agencies statewide must be dissolved by February 1, 2012. It has just come to the County’s attention the
the California Legislature is in the process of crafting new legislation that will extend the dissolution date ¢
redevelopment agencies and potentially create a new form of redevelopment. Because the Legislatun
could consider the new legislation before our next meeting on January 24, 2012, it is important that the
Board of Supervisors take action today to support the new legislation.
