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BACKGROUND: (Continued)

Pursuant to the general conditions of the contract, the Economic Development Agency (EDA) is
currently retaining 10% of all progress payments to ASR Constructors, Inc. The general conditions
of the contract state that after the 50% completion point of the contract work, if satisfactory progress
is being made, the county has sole discretion to reduce the retention to a minimum of 5% of the
contract.
