BACKGROUND:

The Development Impact Fee (DIF) Program, which is governed under Ordinance 659.6,
allows for the use of DIF funds for those facilities identified on the Public Facilities Needs
list, in which the Lake Skinner Trail, McCall Park-Hurkey Creek Park Connector Trail,
Temecula Creek Trail, Salt Creek Trail, and Temescal Canyon Sports Facility are
included. The District is conducting trails and park expansions across Riverside County
due to an increase in service demand resulting from population growth.

The Public Facilities Needs List (M.O. 3.5, 9/12/06) includes the Lake Skinner Trall,
McCall Park-Hurkey Creek Park Connector Trail, Temecula Creek Trail, and Salt Creek
Trail as eligible under the DIF Regional Multipurpose Trails for funding up to

DIF Regional Park Facilities Fund for funding up to $913,512. Of the available DIFWT
funds, the District is requesting $708,250 for the expansion of the Lake Skinner Trail
system which is connecting to and a component of the larger Pines to Vines Trail
System including connections to Diamond Valley Lake and the Temecula Valley Wine
Country Trails & Bikeway System; $500,000 for the expansion of the District's Mountain
Trail System by establishing the McCall Park — Hurkey Creek Park Connector Trail
which will also provide connectivity to existing National Forest Service trails, the City of
Idyliwild, and other San Jacinto Mountain activity areas; $100,000 as an additional
allocation to the Temecula Creek Trail which will join with other County funds and
Agencies as a connector to and component of the expansion of the Temecula Valley
Wine Country Trails & Bikeway System; and $400,000 for the expansion of Salt Creek
Trail as part of the District’s plans to construct a major east/west biking and hiking trail
through Western Riverside County. Of the available DIFWP funds, the District is
requesting $913,512 for the Temescal Canyon Sports Facility for a community based

~ active recreation facility to include a non-motorized bike park and other amenities.

The DIF funds will be released to the District pursuant to billings. Contracts will be
subject to Board approval. ‘ .

The DIF allocation for each project is as follows:
Lake Skinner Trail: $708,250
McCall Park — Hurkey Creek Park Connector Trail: $500,000

Temecula Creek Trail: $100,000
Salt Creek Trail: $400,000
Temescal Canyon Sport Facility: $913,512
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
