BACKGROUND:

Summary

On January 7, 2020, (3.23), the Board granted the Sheriff increased flexibility in project
management and contracting by 1) amending Board Policy H-7 and Board Policy B-11 and
adding the Sheriff as an “Authorized Entity” for architectural and engineering services and public
work contracting, and 2) authorizing Sheriff Department to use the Easy Indefinite Quantity
Contract (EZIQC) and Job Order Contract (JOC) systems. Providing the Sheriff the same
purchasing authority as Facilities Management, allows the Sheriff the means to manage their
operational budget and complete public work projects, in accordance with applicable Board
policies.

The County authorizes the utilization of JOC delivery method for public works contracting
following the Board of Supervisor's authorization to develop and implement a JOC program
(Agenda 3.10 of 11/14/06). JOC is an indefinite delivery/ indefinite quantity procurement
method that enables the County to complete a large number and wide variety of repair,
renovation and construction projects through the use of a single, competitively bid contract.
While this procurement method of using a few contractors for public work has served the County
well, the Sheriff's Department is requesting to establish the Best Value Construction Contracting
Program under the CA Senate Bill (SB) 128 to allow for a wider-range of qualified, experienced
contractors in specific trade for better project support, cost planning, and delivery. See
attachment (SB128).

Since the Riverside County is one of ten counties granted the authority to utilize Best Value
Construction (BVC) contracting for public work projects, the Sheriffs Department is taking
advantage of this opportunity to design and establish the pilot program. To utilize this program,
there are laws establishing procedures and criteria for the selection of a best value contractor
and requires that bidders verify specified information under oath through a rigorous bid process.
The bid process requires these contractors to demonstrate their experience and competency to
manage and complete projects, provide financial information needed to perform the contract,
demonstrate their ability to comply with all relevant policies and requirement directed by the
Department of Industrial Relations (DIR), and disclose their safety records. In addition, the

contractors must provide their price adjustment factor by using the Job Order Contract price
book — Construction Task Catalog and Technical Specifications established by The Gordian
Group, Inc. (Gordian). The selection process is not based on cost alone and these elements of
the BVC are important to ensure the most responsive responsible contractors are selected. The
Department is collaborating with the approved County’'s consultant firm, Gordian, to establish
the program by ensuring all elements of the BVC are met since they have extensive experience
and knowledge of working with other organizations to launch this program.

As a requirement of the bill, the Board of Supervisors of a participating county must adopt and
publish the procedures and required criteria that ensure all selections are conducted in a fair
and impartial manner, which conform to Sections 20155.3 to 20155.6.

Price Reasonableness

The Riverside County Purchasing Department assisted the Sheriff's Department in conducting
the initial Request for Qualifications (RFQ) for pre-qualified contractors for various trades. The
RFQ was advertised on the County's Internet, the Press Enterprise, Desert Sun and Mission
Reprographics, and they are as follow:

1. SHARC-465: RSO-PMO-21-001 General Building Services
2. SHARC-466: RSO-PMO-21-002 General Electric Services
3. SHARC-467: RSO-PMO-21-003 General Mechanical Services

The County received many interests on these Requests for Qualifications, and below
summarizes the result.

For the purpose of compliance and ensuring all aspect of the bid scope, requirements and
licenses are met, the Department elected to contract with a third-party vendor, Cummings, for
assistance to review and evaluate the bids. The vendor's evaluation committee composed of
professional staff scored each bid using the best value criteria: compliance with prequalification
documents, due authorization, required license(s) financial condition, and labor compliance. As
a result of the bid evaluation processes, sixteen (16) prequalified contractors listed in
Attachment A: Approved Prequalified Contractor List were selected. Two contractors were
disqualified as they did not meet certain aspects of the bid requirements. These 16 pre-qualified
contractors will be invited to participate on the next Request for Proposal (RFP 1) # RSO-PMO-
21-001-GENB-General Building Services; RFP 2 # RSO-PMO-21-002-ELEC-Electrical
Services, and RFP 3# RSO-PMO-21-003-MECH-Mechanical Services. Contractors selected

through that phase of the BVC hid process will be awarded a contract and the Department
anticipates making multiple awards to create an approved contractor list. The Department plans
to return to the Board at a future date to request for approval of said list.

Compliance with CEQA: This action is not a project within the meaning of the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines Section 156378 and is therefore not subject to
CEQA, since it does not have the potential for resulting in either a direct or physical change in
the environment, or a reasonably foreseeable indirect physical change in the environment. The
approval of this agenda item does not commit the County to a definite course of action in regard
to a project since it involves authorization to advertise for Job Order Contracts. This proposed
activity is therefore not subject to CEQA. Any future action connected to this approval that
constitutes a project will be reviewed for compliance with CEQA.

Impact on Residents and Businesses

County residents will continue to receive the benefit of expedited delivery of public works
projects. This program would have positive sustainability implications. JOC contracts enable the
County to execute energy and sustainability related projects in an efficient and timely manner,
thereby enhancing the effort to conserve resources and support a sustainable community.

This document summarizes procedures, required criteria and scoring by which
responses to the pending Request for Qualifications (RFQ) and Request for
Proposal (RFP) solicitations for this project will be evaluated. This information will
be incorporated into the formal RFQ and RFP documents.

Selection Committee (Evaluation Team):

The County will establish a Selection Committee of key County stakeholders and
expert consultants with project and industry knowledge to properly, fairly and
impartially evaluate the received proposals. This committee will contain a minimum
of 3 and no more than 10 members. These members will have no contact with any
potential General Contractors from the time of issuance of the RFQ to the final
recommendation to the Board of Supervisors for the project award in accordance
with the Code of Conduct and Ethics (for Evaluation Team Committee Members,
attached).

Criteria and Scoring Summary:
Following is a summary of the General Contractor project team qualification information
to be required and corresponding scoring structure. More detailed information on which
the scoring will be based will be incorporated into the RFQ and RFP documents. A
General Contractor's total score for use in the final "Best Value" determination will be
a cumulative of both the RFQ and RFP scores.

No more than the top five (5) ranked General Contractors will be invited by the
Selection Committee to participate in the Request for Proposal (RFP) phase. The
shortlisted General Contractors will be issued the complete Request for Proposal and
be invited to submit a proposal to construct the project.

CODE OF CONDUCT & ETHICS

BEST VALUE PROPOSAL EVALUATION POLICY

1. Evaluators and Facilitators are strongly encouraged to be receptive to counsel from their colleagues and
to cooperate by promoting a spirit of teamwork and unity. All involved in the evaluation process must be
fair, reasonable and open-minded, with no favoritism. Individual proposals need to be completed and
returned by the Evaluators to the Facilitator at the required date. The evaluation process shall be
comprehensive and expeditious.

2. Sheriff's Department is required to approve the selection of evaluators. No substitute evaluators, unless
approved by Sheriff's Department, prior to the evaluation meeting deadline.

3. Evaluators are required to take the evaluation process seriously, to be prepared and have their
evaluation completed, prior to the designated evaluation meeting.

4. Evaluators and all parties involved will not communicate with the proposer’s (vendors) during the bidding
period, evaluation and selection process. County staff may communicate with proposers provided that
the communication is not related to this project.

5. If more information or data-is required before completing an evaluation, the Contract Analyst/Specialist
may make arrangements to gather and .sort them, depending on this situation.

6. Evaluators are required to be present at evaluation meetings; otherwise your evaluation “may” not be
included.

7. Gifts: The County’s officers, employees, and agents, including County contractors and their agents,
shall neither solicit nor accept gratuities, favors, or anything of monetary value from contractors or
potential contractors, and shall avoid any appearance of doing so at any time.

8. Conflict of Interest: No employee, officer, or agent of the County shall participate in the selection,

employment or has any arrangement concerning prospective employment.

9. Audio recordings may be used during evaluation meetings: With bids that are high dollar and/or
have complicated specifications and/or involve multiple departments or non-County staff, there may be
an option to use audio recordings during evaluation meetings. In the rare occasion that audio
recordings are used, it is a requirement to keep them on file for five (5) years as a public record.
